The Supervisor called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. and Councilman Van Valin opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
The Supervisor asked for a moment of silence for Krystal Tompkins who pasted away today.

THE MINUTES OF THE JANUARY 12, 2017 TOWN BOARD MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Van Valin, with 3 in favor, Councilman Gonzalez abstained as he was away, one absent.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was present.  John & Fred Grober visited the salt shed.  They will have one of their engineer’s look at the shed as there is a lot of wear & tear on the building. The building is about 20 years old. The weather and salt can do a lot of damage through the years.  He will have the engineer give some recommendations for improving the shed to be more efficient.  They also went to the Centre Property. They went upstairs in the Centre Property and also went up to where the bell is and almost went up the ladder to the steeple.  John rang the bell and the floor all started to shift. Right now he recommends replacing the missing louvers in the bell area and putting up some sort of screening behind the louvers as there is a lot of pigeons and they have made a mess! Now that he has seen the building inside and out we need to find some grant money for a structural engineer someone who really knows what they are doing. Because to send our structural engineer he could be there for two weeks or more just studying the building & structure of the steeple, as there is so much. As they looked around at the Centre Property it has held up well through the years.  It does need a lot of work to keep it looking good and to continue holding up well.  Downstairs when you look up at the ceiling there are cracks throughout and the foundation has many big cracks.   Councilman Murray noted it is on the National Registry.  He received a call from Cathy Hanna on Old Road.  She again has that same sewer odor smell. John has gone there again to check things out and will come back with recommendations on what to do. And Mitchell Hollow stream bank stabilization project still looks good and holding.

9.PERMISSION TO USE MEETING ROOM AT TOWN HALL: Kathy Stone of Mountain Top Progressives with a guest speaker would like permission to use the meeting room on Tuesday, January 31, 2017 @ 6-9pm.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Gonzalez, with 4 in favor, one absent.
10.HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Superintendent Gary Thorington was present.  They are still working with Mother Nature as she is keeping them busy.  They are still good on the sand/salt mixture.  With this weather comes repair on trucks, they are staying ahead of that.  They did have an air canister break in one of the snowplowing trucks and road service from Wes’ Mobile was there to help.  Before the snow came in they have been cutting brush on Old Road and Galway Road.  Weather permitting they will get back to that again.
11.POLICE REPORT: Chief Tor Tryland was present.  He thinks we are finally getting the flashing light in front of the school after one year, will be installed soon.  The newest car had to have new headlights installed as it had a wire melt that cost was $300 something that had to be taken care of.  They are doing well with their training.  January they have been doing a mental health training and in February they will be doing an active shooting training with Greene County Sheriff’s Office.
12.AMBULANCE REPORT: Three people have been interviewed for the Ambulance Administrator position.  Supervisor Pelham would like to appoint Davia Monte. She doesn’t have administrator experience but the Supervisor is very confident that she can do this. The Board is good with that decision.  Supervisor Pelham will get in touch with her and have Davia start immediately.  Glenn Morrison our current interim can train her.
16.COMMITTEE REPORTS: Councilman Murray has a list from Glenn Morrison on things that need to be done at the Ambulance building.  He will look into getting a deadbolt number lock pad installed at the ambulance building on the entrance door.  The ambulance building is going to have to have some repairs done and curtains will need to be added to the two bedrooms 
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for privacy while a shift may be sleeping.  He is also looking into ordering an Apple Laptop computer for the new Administrator.  Also he still needs to get in touch with Councilman Peters for his new email address. Councilman Gonzalez has spoken to Jeri Miltenberger and Denise Meehan concerning the Emergency Shelter.  The ladies would like to see if extra tables and chairs can be kept at the Highway building should they ever have the need for them.  Highway Superintendent Gary Thorington has also spoken to the ladies about that as they brought that up to him.  He currently has two large tables available.  He feels at this time due to limited space at the highway building as the tables and chairs when not in use take up space; to get the tables and chairs on a needed basis.  As the firehouses, churches and even Town Hall as extra should the time come in need.  Supervisor Pelham stated that this was Margy Davis’ project to have the Pat Meehan signs installed, but as of her passing; maybe it would be a good idea to let Jeri Miltenberger and Denise Meehan do the sign dedication/unveiling presentation soon. Councilman Van Valin the Little League dumpster is full again. The dumpster is paid for by the Knights of the Road.  Need to call Bruce McNab for the dumpster to be emptied as private people are leaving their garbage and this is not the first time.  Maybe the dumpster could have a lock put on it.  Larry Gardner is waiting to hear back from the State on the response concerning the Catskill Forest Preserve, Mt. Hayden.  He should have an answer in about two weeks.
