The Supervisor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and Bonnie Poehmel, Town Clerk opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
THE MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 13, 2016 TOWN BOARD MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Gonzalez, with all in favor.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust has no updates at this time.
2.REQUEST TO USE CENTRE PROPERTY: Lorraine McConnell & Charlene Mabey were present.  The Windham Hensonville United Methodist Church would like to request use of the Centre Property for Friday, May 5, 2017 @ 5-10pm.  As they are having a social event that the entire community is invited as they need to raise money for a much-needed new roof for the church as the cost of the new metal roof will be $60,000.00.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Peters, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor.
3.LIQUOR LICENSE NOTIFICATION/APPROVAL: Windham Local LLC d/b/a TBD, 5410 State Route 23, Windham.  (Adam Okonski’s building, the old bank across from WAJ).  They have sent certified mail registered receipt letter & copy of their application to the Town of Windham to notify the Board that the above applicant has applied for a State Liquor Authority for an on-premises beer and wine license.  The Board was concerned how far a bar can be from the school.  Attorney Larry Gardner thought 200 feet but was not sure.  Attorney Gardner also stated it is the job of the State Liquor Authority to decide if the license should be granted.  A motion to accept was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor.
4.SKI WINDHAM OPERATING CORP. FIREWORKS DISPLAY for December 31, 2016 & January 21, 2017. A request for the fireworks display was sent in by Young Explosives Corp.  A motion to approve both dates was made by Councilman Gonzalez, 2nd by Councilman Van Valin, with 3 in favor, Councilman Peters and Supervisor Pelham abstained as they are employed by Ski Windham.
5.NYCDEP LAND ACQUISTION PROJECT #4429:  Adam Okonski, Legendary Lane, Maplecrest, Tax Map #97.00-3-30 for 67.0 acres.  Supervisor Pelham would like this information passed to the Planning Board for their comment. 

6.WILLIAMSON LAW BOOK Annual Sewer/Water Software Support Contract: November 01, 2016-October 31, 2017- needs Supervisor approval to sign.  The cost of the annual Sewer/Water Software Support Contract is $998.00.  A motion to approve the contract & allow the Supervisor to sign was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Gonzalez, with all in favor.
7.GREENE COUNTY RESOLUTIONS FOR 2016: #301-16 Authorizing Chargeback of Assessment Roll Related Services (FY 2016-17) and #311-16 Establishing Equalization Rates.
8.TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #62 OF 2016: a group of 116 properties in the Town of Windham Sewer District are delinquent in sewer payments in the amount of $26,036.01 these 
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amounts are to be included in the Tax Rolls as a charge against the real properties concerned.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Gonzalez, with all in favor, copy attached.  TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #63 OF 2016: transfer funds to balance the Sewer District acct. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Van Valin, with all in favor, copy attached. GENERAL FUND RESOLUTION #25 OF 2016: transfer funds to balance the General Fund acct.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Gonzalez, with all in favor, copy attached.   HIGHWAY FUND RESOLUTION #6 OF 2016: transfer funds to balance the Highway Fund acct. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor, copy attached
9.HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Superintendent Gary Thorington was present.  Today we got to exercise our snowplowing equipment as we had our first snow fall. The last couple of weeks we have done our routine highway maintenance.  Mowing of the flood control dams and Hillside Farms (the old dump) is completed.  We have total of 75 billable machine hours.  This past Sunday we had a wind storm taking down trees in two separate areas.  One tree came down on Mill Street and the other on Chase Drive.  The homeowner of the property on Chase Drive was contacted as they had damage to their driveway and property. The highway dept. took care of cleaning up the tree; the homeowner was extremely pleased with the service of which the highway did.  We have had shared services the last couple of weeks with Soil & Water and Greene County Highway.  We assisted the Sewer dept. with our water truck of 1,000-gallon tank and two men to flush the Hickory Hill Pump Station as they had some maintenance issues there. It was a grease build up and we went down the following morning for a couple of hours to flush out their big holding tank that is underground.  The State DOT has closed and removed their loading ramp out behind the highway garage due to their regulations and we obtained about a $1,000.00 worth of usable lumber from that closure.  Councilman Gonzalez requested the support of the highway dept. to help out with supplies and tools of the staining project on the buildings at CD Lane Park; as the Greene County Inmates did the staining work. Supervisor Pelham noted that the job went well and the Councilmen should take a ride up to look at it, as it looks really good.  Then Councilman Van Valin’s project at the Centre Property, there were some signs that needed a little t.l.c. and one of the highway guys did some touch up painting on them. Police Anchor Camp property needs to be finished with the mowing as it is just about done for the season when finished there will be about 20 hours.  CD Lane Park is closed for the season.
10.POLICE REPORT:  Police Chief Tor Tryland was present.  Police vehicles have all had their routine maintenance. NARCAM has been ordered by Jeanie Scotti thru the Windham Ambulance.  Two units will be out on Halloween night and hopefully all will be quiet.
11.AMBULANCE REPORT: Ambulance Director Jeanie Scotti was absent.  Councilman Murray is working with Jeanie at looking at some numbers for a new ambulance.
12.COMMITTEE REPORTS: Councilman Gonzalez two Greene County Inmates have finished staining the buildings at the Park.  They did a great job.  As a “Thank you” to the inmates Councilman Gonzalez bought pizza & soda.  He would also like to make a motion to authorize the Supervisor to send a “Thank you note” to Sheriff Seeley for sending the inmates.  Councilman Gonzalez & Supervisor Pelham have been to the Park as it is now closed for the winter, the water has been drained. The highway guys will be securing down the picnic tables for the winter.  The holding tank for the septic system at the Park had to be pumped out by Jimmy Decker and Josh Vital is aware of this.  Also, would like to thank Gary Thorington for use of the bucket truck as the light pole at the park was painted.  Supervisor Pelham would like a “Thank you note” to be sent to Bob Manno and his wife as they will no longer be doing the concerts at the Centre Property.  Councilman Van Valin the Little League building has been winterized.  Supervisor Pelham would like to know if the phone there is really necessary as cell service is used more, this would cut down on the cost?  Councilman Van Valin will check with Bruce McNab Sr. Councilman Peters is still working on the email for the website. The goal is to have all staff, councilmen, etc. to have an email address that the public can access directly to them from our website.  He is still working on the Streetlight Project.  He would like to get two samples one dim and one bright and evaluate the bulbs.  It would be better to do this in the winter for which bulb will have the better brightness.  Councilman Murray has nothing to 
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report on at this time.  Attorney Larry Gardner has reviewed the water resolutions from Delaware Engineering for the next water meeting tonight.
Supervisor Pelham stated we need to set a date and time for the Budget Hearing to be made available to the public.  The Budget Hearing will be set prior to our next Town Board meeting on November 10 @ 6:45pm.

Due to Thanksgiving falling on a Board Meeting night, this meeting has been changed to the Tuesday before on November 22, 2016 @ 7pm.
