The Supervisor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and Councilman Van Valin opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Supervisor Pelham would like to make a motion to appoint Ian Peters to fill the current vacant Councilman seat.  A motion to accept was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Gonzalez, with all in favor. The Town Clerk presented the Oath of Office and accepted Councilman Ian Peters on record.

THE MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 8, 2016 TOWN BOARD MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Gonzalez, with 4 in favor, one abstained by Councilman Peters.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust has nothing to report on at this time
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2.REQUEST TO USE CENTRE PROPERTY: October 8 & 9, 2016-Magic Show-Sean Doolan.  A motion to accept was made by Councilman Gonzalez, 2nd by Councilman Van Valin, with all in favor.  

3.AFFIDAVIT & APPLICATION FOR CERTIFICATE OF RESIDENCE: Maria H. Perez of Windham has applied for proof of residence as she plans to enroll in Hudson Valley Community College in the fall. A motion to accept was made by Councilman Gonzalez, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor.
4.NY RISING APPLICATION FOR FUNDING & PUBLIC NOTICE: needs approval for Supervisor to sign. The application and public notice relates to the Windham Drainage Project. This application will provide funding for implementation of the improvements at Mad Brook and the Maplecrest culvert locations. A public notice will be in the Windham Journal for 9/22/16.  A motion to allow the Supervisor to sign was made by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor.
5.CONTRACT WITH WAJPTA FOR BACK TO SCHOOL BBQ DONATION: Town Attorney Larry Gardener drew up a contract with WAJPTA and The Town of Windham  “for the fiscal year being January 1, 2016 to December 31, 2016, The Town of Windham shall pay to WAJPTA the sum of Five Hundred Dollars and 00/100 ($500.00) Dollars.  It is agreed that the WAJPTA shall continue during and throughout the fiscal year 2016, to provide recreational activities to the youth of the Town of Windham.”  A motion was made to accept this contract and have the Supervisor Sign was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor.
6.ASSOCIATION OF TOWNS MEMBERSHIP DUES FOR 2017: $1,200.00.  “The State Comptroller has supplied us with each Town’s “total revenues” for 2014, the latest year for which his office has complete information. According to the State Comptroller, “total revenues” for the Town of Windham in 2014 were $3,586,927.00.  The Town’s dues for the year 2017 will be $1,200.00.” This information will be helpful in preparing for the 2017 town budget.  A motion to accept was made by Councilman Gonzalez, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor. 

7.WILLIAMSON LAW BOOK COMPANY: Annual Software Support Fee for 2017 will increase by 2% please note for budget.  The Town Clerk uses the Dog Plus Licensing and the Account Clerk uses the Sewer, Water & Sidewalk billing.
8.TOWN JUSTICE REPORT FOR AUGUST: Judge Mattiace $2,229.00 has been noted.
9.TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #52 OF 2016: Zerega’s Restaurant located at 5351 State Route 23, Windham has requested three-space two (2) hour parking between the hours of 12 noon and 10pm. A copy of this resolution will be sent to Steve Shepard, DOT.  A motion to accept this was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Gonzalez, with all in favor, copy attached. TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #53 OF 2016: the Town of Windham has completed a local flood analysis for the hamlet of Windham; and in response the Catskill Watershed Corporation has agreed to serve as an outreach and lead for the Town of Windham, at no cost to the Town.  A motion to accept was made by Councilman Peters and 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor, copy attached. TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #54 OF 2016: the following employee Larry Gardner and record of activities results as per the New York State & Local Employee’s Retirement System…A motion to accept was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Gonzalez, with all in favor, copy attached. TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #55 OF 2016: due to receipt of funds from the New York State Thruway Authority regarding CHIPS Capital, revenue increased by a difference of $487.57 over the budgeted amount.  A motion to accept was made by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor, copy attached.  TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #56 OF 2016: transfer funds to balance the Sewer District #1 account.  A motion to accept was made by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor, copy attached. GENERAL FUND RESOLUTION #23 OF 2016: transfer funds to balance the General Fund Account.  A motion to accept was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor, copy attached.
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10.HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Superintendent Gary Thorington was present.  Last of the major paving has been completed for the season, spent $40,000.00.   We are at the end of the grass mowing season.  We’ve been prepping roads and hauling gravel for Cambridge Heights and Blodget Road.  The bucket truck is here.  Next Tuesday, Harry Sidel will be training us on how to use the bucket truck as we must be trained and have certification to use it.  The certification is about $650.00.  The highway has received a check for $72,000.00 reimbursement for the CHIPS program. Will be doing some routine maintenance in the next few weeks on the equipment we have been using all summer. Councilman Murray would like to be certified as there are lights that are out on the town hall building and gutters need to be cleaned.
11.POLICE REPORT: Chief Tor Tryland was present.  He has a request for the Verizon Router could this be relocated as we are not getting a signal again. Councilman Murray stated that the last power outage had knocked the signal out and it just needs to be reset; as he had forgotten and will take care of it.  We are training at the range again with the Greene County Sheriff’s Office and this one is a night shoot from 1pm to 9pm.   The new tires have been installed on car 385.
12.AMBULANCE REPORT : Ambulance Director Jeanie Scotti was absent.
13.COMMITTEE REPORTS: Councilman Murray Ron Guiterez. will be looking at the inside of the Centre Property next week to check on the ceiling area in the foyer.  Councilman Van Valin the painters are doing the 2nd coat of the outside of the Centre Property.  They are behind again.  Steeple should be done by next week.  They have been told to have the painting done by the Autumn Affair weekend.  The trees needed to be pruned and Bob Kerns volunteered to take care of that. That got done about a week ago.  Councilman Gonzalez L& G Roofing will be at CD Lane Park with week of October 3-7, 2016 for the roofing project.  Also meet with Denise Meehan, Jeri Miltenberger, Lynne McGowan, Bette Rhoades & Chief Tryland earlier tonight to go over people and phone numbers to call for the Emergency Shelter.  Bette will type up the phone list.  December 10, 2016 @ 10am-12 noon at the WAJ School, the Town of Windham will be hosting an Emergency Preparedness Class. The class is offered by NY Army National Guard and Dept. of Homeland Security. The class will be open and offered to the 5 towns on the mountaintop with no cost to anyone.  The Town of Windham will be doing the registration.  Councilman Gonzalez will be the point of contact.  Supervisor Pelham noted that Councilman Peters will take care of the website maintenance.  Larry Gardner is working on the deeds for the Elm Ridge Water Line Easement.  Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz the tanks are inside and not installed and waiting on John at this point. There is a 2 inch water meter in that building that has had 19 million gallons through it and it is not accurate that would be one more thing to ask John to do and it is probably about $1800.00 brand new, you may want that done prior.  Kyle will talk to John about it. We received new water meters that are at a much better price from HD Supply giving the residence at better paying price of $166.  We bought 18 meters and they gave out a free reader.  
COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC: Fred Zerega was present for his brother Steve who could not make the meeting.  He wanted to thank the Town Board for the resolution (#52 see above) that is being sent to DOT.  He also would like to know what could be done at the corner of Mill Street and State Route 23.  As this is a very busy intersection and it should have a blinking light.  The pickup trucks at night go at least 40 mph.  Supervisor Pelham stated this is a state route and this is something that DOT would have to decide if they want to do.  Supervisor Pelham will see if he can request them into looking at this busy intersection area.  Chief Tryland noted that Main Street Windham has the speed of 35 mph and Main Street Hensonville has the speed limit of 30 mph.  Also the Town has inquired about getting a blinking speed limit of 25 mph in front to the school; that has been approved.  DOT is still working on this.  The Chief has great concerns about this too.

SEWER DISTRICT FUND WARRANT #18 contained vouchers #223-239, totaling $16,944.21 was audited and approved on a motion by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor.

WATER PROJECT FUND WARRANT #10 (Consolidation & Improvement) contained  vouchers #50-54, totaling $23,098.45 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor.

GENERAL FUND PAYROLL WARRANT #19-P for General contained 6 claims, totaling $6,284.28 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor. Supervisor Pelham stated that a letter from William Scarey has been received concerning his winter schedule availability. Councilman Gonzalez made a motion to hire Don Schoenborn as a part time police officer, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor.
