THE MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER 8, 2016 TOWN BOARD MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Gonzalez, with all in favor.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was absent.

2.REQUEST USE OF CENTRE PROPERTY 2017: WAJ Class of 2018 would like permission for Saturday, May 20, 2017 @ 5:30pm for their Prom Coronation and to set up decorations and practice on Friday, May 19 after school. SBL #97.00-3-30, 67.0 acres; community review land acquisition project fact sheet letter was given to the Planning Board for their comments. 7.HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Superintendent Gary Thorington was present. Two primary snowplows are down and are in for repair.  Community Service for the T. Patrick Meehan signs, the posts are in the ground & the signs are ready to go up and are awaiting the unveiling ceremony. This past week helped a 75 year old lady out of the hopper at the transfer station, as she was throwing her garbage bag she fell in.  She was not hurt and a happy ending for all.
8.POLICE REPORT: Police Chief Tor Tryland was present.  Snow tires have been rotated on the cars.  Spot light had to be repaired.  Greene County Sheriff’s office will start training again and Windham will participate with them.
9.AMBULANCE REPORT: Ambulance Director Jeanie Scotti was not present.  Councilman Murray has nothing to report on.  There are somethings that are pending, but will be discussed in the new year meeting.
10.COMMITTEE REPORT: Councilmen Murray & Van Valin have nothing to report on.  Councilman Gonzalez is happy to report that the holding station is empty at CD Lane Park.  They emptied out 12,000 gallons.  The park is closed for the winter with the water & electric all shut off.  Also like to thank Highway Superintendent Gary Thorington and the highway guys for taking care of the wooden fence at the Park, it looks good. Councilman Peters is still waiting to change all the email address accts in the office.  There were two faulty new light bulbs that were flashing, they will be returned and replaced.  Lights look great on the street.  Town Attorney Larry Gardner is working with Attorney Beebe and Attorney Ed Kaplan.  He will have a report from Attorney Beebe for the Town Board sometime within the next two weeks and we will have an executive session at that time.
