The President called the meeting to order at 8:19 p.m.
THE MINUTES OF THE APRIL 27, 2017 WATER DISTRICT MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with 3 in favor, one absent & one vacancy.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: Alan Tavenner was present. Alan handed out to the Board a Pre-Construction Meeting Schedule to be held on May 31, 2017 @ 10am.  Alan will make sure that there is no construction on Tuesday 4th of July. They are going to start out on County Route 40 first.  They will be just working the five days. Notice to Proceed-Evergreen Mt. Contracting Inc.-needs Supervisor’s signature.  A motion to have the Supervisor sign was approved by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with 3 in favor, one absent & one vacancy.

DPC Professional Services Agreement – Engineer’s Responsibilities are listed and what their fee will be for this project. For the Board’s review and the Supervisor will need to sign.
2.WATER SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz was present.  Thirty (30) water meters have been given out so far.  Kyle would like permission to have Bette Rhoades send out a letter to the water customers to let them know about the free water meters that are available. Commissioner Peters will help write the letter.  A motion to approve this letter was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with 3 in favor, one absent & one vacancy.  Kyle has another 100 meters coming. He also saved some money for larger commercial meters if needed.  He will be reading meters next week.  We the Town officially own Elm Ridge pump house. He has one quote from Evergreen to install the fire hydrant at the Windham Fire House the cost is $10,000.00. There is a fire hydrant in Elm Ridge that needs to be moved that will cost $4,000.00. This hydrant blocks the highway turn at the lower loop of Albert Court. The temporary water tank that we have at the Hensonville Pump Station Kyle would like know if there is a price on that for someone else to buy.  Kyle plans on redoing the reservoir at Windham Mountain and he would like some kind of storage. Commissioner Murray 
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suggested we can diem it surplus. Commissioner Peters suggested finding a listing of a sold one with a price to use as a comparable.  As a new tank is about $1.00 a gallon. 
3.APPLICATIONS FOR TOWN WATER SERVICE: David Sherman, 370 State Route 296, Hensonville, Tax #96.14-3-2 & 96.14-3-3 for single family residential use. Would like permission to hook into the Hensonville Town Water Service, all new hook ups will require a meter. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with 3 in favor, one absent & one vacancy.  Bette Rhoades, 183 County Route 12, Windham, Tax #95.00-1-71 for single family residential use. Would like permission to hook into the Hensonville Town Water Service, all new hook ups will require a meter. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with 3 in favor, one absent & one vacancy.
4.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #11 OF 2017: A used 2011 Chevrolet Silverado 2500 HD work truck for the Water District Administrator to use was purchased for a total of $12,571.00; authorizing the Supervisor to transfer from the Water Improvement Account said sum to cover the cost within the Water District. A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with 3 in favor, one absent & one vacancy.
