The Supervisor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
THE MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 23, 2018 TOWN BOARD MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Walker, with all in favor.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was not present.

2.APPLICATION FOR TOWN SEWER SERVICE: Robert Goff, Circle Road, SBL #78.00-5-28, new construction single family home.  One allotted EDU has been purchased on August 29, 
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2018 for $50.00.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Van Valin, with all in favor. 

3.UPDATE AND A THANK YOU TO THE TOWN: Christine Owad was present.  She wanted to thank the Town of Windham and the Windham Town Board concerning her horses that were out of their fenced in area. The horses are no longer here and have been moved to another location. She is here tonight to give the facts and to clear her name.  She has a subdivision map from 1987 showing four building lots that she owns.  She is in the process of putting up two houses on two of the four lots. After being evicted by the City and the State of NY from her farm in Prattsville, the Town of Windham is now her residence and home.  She has been living in a camper and she has spoken to the Building Inspector concerning her living and the laws.  She wanted it to be known that she has always gone by her family name even when she was married and she is now a widow.  She is speaking to the Town Board tonight in honor of her name not to be misrepresented.  She has history with the Town of Windham as once she was a member of the Planning Board when Pat Meehan was the Supervisor then.  She has an on-going case with Mr. Maloney concerning a building permit for a garage and the road access on Scandinavian Drive.

6.HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL for October 1, 2018-September 30, 2019.  A motion to stay with the current health plan MVP Health Care Gold 6, MVP Health Care Platinum 5, CDPHP Health Care, Guardian Dental and Eye Vision was made by Councilman Peters, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor.
7.TOWN CLERK’s MONTHLY REPORT FOR AUGUST: $6,498.35.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Van Valin, with all in favor.
8.CERTIFICATE OF COMPLETION for David Weiman. David has completed the following classes with his job for Personal Protective Equipment, Sun Safety Awareness, Fire Extinguishers, GOER-Workplace Violence Prevention and Domestic Violence Awareness, GOER-Sexual Harassment in the Workplace, GOEG-Equal Employment Opportunity Training, Bloodborne Pathogens Awareness, NYPA Annual Right-to-Know.  A motion to approve the above certificates for the Town of Windham mandatory In-Service Training was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor.
9.TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #25 OF 2018: the following resolution was proposed to transfer funds to balance the sewer strict accounts. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor.  TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #26 OF 2018: to authorize the purchase of a new Bobcat-S70 Skid steer Loader with attachments, less trade in allowance for old 2004 Bobcat-Skid steer with attachments, balance due $17,244.91 to be used by the Town of Windham Sidewalk Maintenance District.  Also, to authorize the Supervisor to use $17,244.91 from the Unappropriated General Fund Balance towards the balance due on this new machine.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Peters, 2nd by Councilman Walker, with all in favor. TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #27 OF 2018: to authorize the purchase of a new 2018 John Deere Backhoe, less trade in allowance for old 2016 John Deere Backhoe, balance due $6,450.00 to be used by the Town of Windham Highway Department.  Also, to authorize the Supervisor to use $6,450.00 from the Unappropriated Highway Fund Balance towards the balance due on this new machine.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Walker, with all in favor.  TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #28 OF 2018: to authorize the Supervisor to use $25,137.29 from Unappropriated Fund Balance to balance the account in the General Fund as per General Fund Resolution #19 of 2018.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Peters, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor. GENERAL FUND RESOLUTION #19 OF 2018: 
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the following resolution was proposed to transfer funds to balance the General Fund accounts. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Peters, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor.
11.HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Superintendent Gary Thorington was present. The highway dept. has been hauling salt & sand on a regular basis.  They are mowing the Batavia Kill Watershed Dams. Today Gary filed for the CHIPS reimbursement and the PAVED NY Program reimbursement.  The town is expected to get back about $85,000 together. Next Monday thru Thursday Gary will be attending the NYS Association of Towns Highway Superintendents and County Superintendents Conference in Verona, NY. David Orrs director of the Cornell Roads Program. This year Gary is going to do a trial of mixing the sand and salt; this is to save money, time, manpower, maintenance on trucks and fuel; to de-ice the roadways.  Troy Aplin will be the Working Foreman while Gary is out of town.  Some of the equipment is being serviced and found that one of the snowplows has a broken spring; the loader needed a new joy-stick control for the bucket; the shoulder mower needed another part to keep going and a drum of oil had to be purchased to do some service work.  The T. Patrick Meehan sign that had been stolen earlier this season by the WWTP has been replaced and is installed.   Today we took delivery of the cross-walk pedestrian signs.  One sign has already been placed out on County Route 12 (South Street) has a county permit has been obtained for that road.   He is still waiting for the NYS DOT permit that has been filed.  The Community is saying a lot of good things and Gary is happy to hear this.  The guys are all doing a great job.
 12.AMBULANCE REPORT: Ambulance Administrator Davia Montie was not present. Ambulance report for 9/13/14: Ambulance 96-2 is seriously over do for service. Chris Suda has not been feeling well to service the town vehicles.  Will the Town of Windham be sending a rep to Greene County EMS meetings?  There has been zero mountaintop presence at the meetings for some time.  Councilman Murray will plan on attending the meetings.  Davia would like permission to purchase a King Vision Video Laryngoscope Kit to replace the current kit that is at least 10 years old or older and completely outdated.  A motion to approve the purchase of a new King Vision Video Laryngoscope Kit was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor. The ambulance call volume compared to last year this time has increased by 75 calls. A Letter of Resignation from Michele Pond was received on August 3, 2018.  She would like her resignation to be effective immediately.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Walker, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor. 
13.POLICE REPORT: Police Chief Tor Tryland was present. He has an issue with not being able to get in touch with Chris Suda as two of the cars need snow tires for the upcoming winter season.  He can buy the tires on state bid.  Car 385 had a flat tire today and the Highway Dept. helped out in taking care of that by plugging the tire.  Again, thank you to the Highway Dept. The new police car has arrived. He has a quote for buying some new equipment and moving over any of the working old equipment $4,843.90 that also includes the safe mobile X10DR secure wireless microphone it is an extender that connects to your mobile radio in your vehicle (or office) it passes all voice traffic to and from your secure wireless microphone so as to not miss any coverage.  The cost of this is $689.00 and this is included in the $4,843.90 as stated above.  In addition, the radio needs to be tested not sure if it is worth transferring or may need to purchase a new radio.  For the lettering he is getting a quote from Round Top Knit & Screening, as this is where all the vehicles lettering has come from, it should just be under $300.00 for this.  The Chief would like permission to move ahead based on the above pricing.  The Board has agreed to the above with no motion made.  School is back in session and they are back with the traffic detail in the mornings. Tomorrow night is the Back to School BBQ; the Police will be there to hand-out finger print kits for the kids.
14.COMMITTEE REPORTS: Councilman Murray would like to discuss what is going to be done with the water bills for Vesuvio Restaurant and his two other places.  He has had trouble with the water ever since the water project started.  The water bill payment deadline is due after the next water meeting, we have two weeks to discuss and decide what we are going to do. After talking with George Zimmer of Delaware Engineering, he is convinced that it might be something inside the building.  Councilman Murray would like to make a recommendation (and the town would have to pay for) that a water sample be taken from the water meter inside the building before going into the structure and one at the point where the filters are, where he is 
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having the problem and compare those two. This way we would know if it is in the building or in our infrastructure. The water just needs to be tested if it is clear. They have been flushing the fire hydrants just outside the building and the water is clear there.  Government Officials Financial Officers Association Seminar (GFOA new tax laws) and NY State Retirement Seminar are both on the same day.  He will be going this time to the NY State Retirement Seminar on October 10, 2018.  On October 2, 2018 there is a webinar for setting up the excel program on billing stuff in the office that he would like the bookkeeper to take.  Councilman Walker (Court Liaison) has the change in the new Court hours: Monday 8am-11am; Tuesday & Wednesday 8am-1pm; Thursday office is closed; Friday 8am-11am.  One day the court did not have hours as stated, he has reached out to Justice McCarthy and is awaiting her phone call.  There were a lot of unhappy people that day.  He is working on two old dated DEP Land Acquisitions that have stated that a subdivision is required.  He is doing the research follow up to make sure this has been done correctly. The parcels in question are Prop #3065, County Route 10, SBL #46.00-1-2 and Prop #3517, County Route 56, SBL #98.00-3-7.  The Morris property on County Route 56, SBL #98.00-3-7 this property in question had a barn and the barn as been demolished without a Demo Permit, that is a town requirement. Councilman Peters has been working on the website updates with town board minutes and planning board minutes and security patches to install. He is doing more research on phone systems. He is working on the formal policy for raising revue on events at the Centre Property, that he would like to see this policy get adopted.  He would like to have this ready for the next board meeting.  He would like to make this a line item in the budget process.  Councilman Van Valin received a call from the Highway Superintendent with a complaint from a local person with a just miss car accident concerning the flower bed at the corner of Church Street and Main Street (State Route 23).  The flowers there have grown very tall and were obstructing the traffic view at the corner.  He called Bob Kerns and left a message if they could do something with the tall growth of the flowers and the traffic view this has been taken care of.  The flowers look exceptional well this year, Beautiful.  We have received two bid proposals to our Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project which includes the following: Centre Property-Bluestone Walkways, Main Street-Bluestone Sidewalk Repairs and WW Treatment Plant-Drainage & Concrete Sidewalk Repairs.  The bids were received and opened on September 12, 2018 @ 3pm. Cornerstone Restoration, Yonkers, NY combined bid for $133,200.00 and Linda Holding Corp., Round Top, NY combined bid for $168,280.00. The bids have been forwarded to Fred Grober of Delaware Engineering.  Fred has reviewed in detail and has sent a Letter of Recommendation.  Councilman Van Valin has read the letter allowed. The letter goes on to say: “Based on our review of the bids documents we recommend the Town award the contract to Cornerstone Restoration in the amount of $133,700.”  Cornerstone Restoration is ready to go immediately.  Councilman Van Valin would like to make a recommendation that we go with Cornerstone Restoration of Yonkers, NY, the motion was 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor.  Councilman Van Valin will call Fred to move ahead with the documents and contract.  Town Attorney Larry Gardner he is monitoring the tax challenges cases, one of them may be withdrawing this still needs to be clarified.
COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC: Mike Tancredi for Lee Prince.  He has spoke to John Brust Delaware Engineering about two weeks ago.  He is looking for more information from the Town Board if they have had any more discussions on the concerning 52-unit RV Park project.  Councilman Murray stated the Board still needs to speak to our Attorney Kevin Young.  Rick Rasmussen (Hotel Vienna) has questions before he hooks into the new water system.  He would like to know what he has to do to hook in.  Supervisor Pelham so far just South Street is available to hook up and he is aware that the Windham Pharmacy has hooked up.  Rick what are the water rates?  Councilman Murray the water rates are still to be determined.  Rick doesn’t want to do anything till he knows what the rates are.  If it is too much he is going to stay on his well.  Once he goes to town water, the health department will not let him go back to his well.  The hotel has 31 rooms he uses about 600,000 gallons of water with the sewer in a year and he has a pool that can stay on the well.  Councilman Murray will call John Brust for the commercial rates.
