THE MINUTES OF THE JULY 26, 2018 WATER DISTRICT MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with all in favor.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was present.  John handed to the Board the budget for the Water Project. The total line at the bottom we are under budget by $25,000.00.  There is about a quarter of a million dollars of work left. The water line is fully pressurized and fully disinfected.  The only work remaining is 30 services and 200 feet of water pipe.  Mr. Richard Jordan has signed his easement, tax map #96.14-3-2 and #96.14-3-3.  The restoration work looks good if there are any issues to let John know.  The next step that remains is still the scope of the work on State Route 23 where we start where we stop.  Maybe it could go out to bid this winter for good pricing.  He has spoke to Kevin Young and was waiting for his answer.
2.WATER SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz was not present.
3.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #15 OF 2018: the following resolution regarding the Water District Fund for the year 2017 to authorize the President/Treasurer to use $5,467.05 from Unappropriated Fund Balance to balance the accounts in the Water District as per Water District Resolution #16 of 2018. The property will need a meter with an outside reader as this is required on all accounts.
