The President called the meeting to order at 8:12 p.m.
THE MINUTES OF THE MARCH 28, 2018 WATER DISTRICT MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was present.  Alan Tavenner & Tucker Lewis have spoken to Evergreen Mountain Contracting about constructing the side walk outside of the town hall building.  We have been working with Billing Account Clerk Bette Rhoades about the water invoicing. We will be meeting on Monday with Bette and Commissioner Peters about the results. 
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The next set-of- bills go out early July 2019.  Commissioner Van Valin we need to address residents that refuse meter readings. Tuesday, April 30, 2019 @ 2pm we have a pre-bid meeting here at the town hall to discuss the last phase of the water project. Bids are out and they are due back on May 7, 2019.
2.WATER SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz was not present. Kyle sent his report to the Board for their review. Supervisor Pelham, Kyle has been receiving several complaints on the restoration work for the water project.  John Brust will get the list from Kyle. Kyle has asked John about the as-builts, Tucker Lewis will get this to Kyle next week. In Kyle’s report “a local business has hooked up to the town water and the plumber never unhooked the well from the system”. 
3.APPLICATION FOR TOWN WATER SERVICE: Argent Land Ventures, LLC, Hemlock Development-Copper Ridge Trail is looking for 18 EDUs Residential (water-hook ups). Meters will be required. This is an Out of District User.  Commissioner Murray, will move the 18 hook ups but before they can hook up, they will need to have a Water Contract in place.   A motion to approve the above stipulation and to have Water Contract written was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.
4.APPLICATION FOR TOWN WATER SERVICE: The Thompson House-Evergreen, 19 State Route 296, SBL #78.00-4-14, Commercial.  Meter with an outside reader is required on all accounts.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Van Valin, with 4 in favor, Commissioner Peters abstains as he is related to family. And the Thompson House-Dining Room/Kitchen, 19 State Route 296, SBL #78.00-4-13, Commercial. Meter with an outside reader is required on all accounts.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Van Valin, with 4 in favor, Commissioner Peters abstains as he is related to family.
5.ADVERTISEMENT TO BID-Contract #7 Phase 3 Water Line Connection. (Verbal approval was given on April 12, 2019 to place notice in paper.)  Notice is hereby given that the sealed bids will be received until 2:00 pm May 7, 2019, at the Town of Windham, Attn: Town Clerk, 371 State Route 296, P O Box 96, Hensonville, NY 12439 at which time bids will be publicly opened and read aloud for the Contract 7 Water Line Extension project. Work is generally described as follows: Contract #7-General Construction: Work includes furnishing and installing 4,600 linear feet of 10-inch water main from the end of the existing Phase 2 water main (about 450 ft south of the NYS Route 296 and NYS Route 23 intersection) to the existing water main at the intersection of NYS Route 23 and Mitchell Hollow Road. Each bid must be accompanied by security in an amount not less than five percent (5%) of the amount of the bid in the form and subject to the conditions provided in the Information for Bidders.  No Bidder may withdraw his bid within forty-five (45) days after the actual date of opening thereof. A pre-bid conference will be held on April 30th, 2019 at 2:00 pm at the Town of Windham, Town Hall, 371 State Route 296, P O Box 96, Hensonville, NY 12439.  Bidding contractors are strongly encouraged to have an authorized representative of their firm present at this meeting.  Section 3 and M/WBE firms are strongly encouraged to apply.  The right is reserved to waive any informalities in the Bid and to reject any or all Bids.  By order of the Windham Town Board.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Walk, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor. 
6.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #8 OF 2019: the following resolution was proposed for the 2019 Unmetered and Metered water billing reflected the rate increases which was authorized due to certain proposed Water District improvements. The total amount collected to date on said billing for Unmetered is $29,435.73 and Metered is $16,440.87 for a total amount collected of $45,876.60. Therefore, be it resolved to authorize the Supervisor to take one half of the total amount collected thus far, for the total of $22,938.30 and transfer this amount to the Water Improvement Account to be used for improvements in the Water District.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Walker, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.
WATER DISTRICT WARRANT #4 contained vouchers #49-65, totaling $10,377.35 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.
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EFC-PHASE 2 WATER PROJECT WARRANT #24 contained vouchers #67-69, totaling $123,991.94 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #8-P (printed 04/11/19) contained 1 claim, totaling $69.23 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor. 

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #9-P (printed 04/26/19) contained 1 claim, totaling $63.90 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.
