The President called the meeting to order at 7:52 p.m.
THE MINUTES OF THE APRIL 25, 2019 WATER DISTRICT MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was present. John discussed with the Board the proposed cost evaluation, cost index and annual cost statistics once the last water project is completed.  He also provided a map and a complete list of water users. Jackson from his office is looking into a software provider for the billing system. John and the Board also discussed the following: see Water District Resolution #9 & #10 of 2019.
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Commissioner Peters would like to set up a public hearing at the next town board meeting on June 13, 2019 @ 6:50 pm to discuss public feedback on updates to the Water Law concerning out of district users and charges for improved, unconnected properties.   A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.
2.WATER SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz was not present. Kyle sent his report to the Board for their review. “The Thompson house is getting hooked up right now. They should be finished and metered next week. This will be two- 2” meters and two- 1” meters.  Albergo Bed & Breakfast and NBT Bank are marked out and getting hooked up within the next few weeks as well. I have ordered more residential meters and a few more commercial meters as well. We were down to 6 meters. I have received two prices on the work at the Indian Heights Reservoir.  I received a verbal on the third but have not received a hard copy. As soon as I do I will hand in all three for your review.  I will be reading meters the first week of June, 2019 so billing can be done.”
3.AWARD LOWEST BIDDER to Contract #7 Phase 3 Water Line Connection.  Delaware Engineering has presented to the Board a letter of recommendation to award the bid to Hubbell, Inc. for $1,478,400.00.  Listed below is Water District Resolution #13 authorizing the Supervisor to execute the contract and other documents as needed to allow the work to proceed. WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #13 OF 2019: the Town Board authorized solicitation of bids for the Contract #7 Water Main Replacement and Extension in the Hensonville water system; and whereas, two Bids were received and opened on May 7, 2019 for the work; and whereas, the lowest bid was submitted by Hubbell, Inc.; and whereas, the Delaware Engineering has reviewed the Bid and recommended such award be made; Now, Therefore Be It Resolved the Town of Windham hereby: 1. Approves the Award of a Contract to Hubbell, Inc. in the amount of $1,478,400.00 for construction of water improvements as described in the project Bid Documents. 2. Authorizes the Supervisor to sign contracts and financing documents as required to further authorize and fund this work. A motion to approve the award was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor. 
4.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #9 OF 2019: the Town of Windham has undertaken a program of large investments to improve and expand the municipal water system and those who use the resources of the water system should pay based on their usage and the benefits they receive.  Now, Therefore Be It Resolved the Town of Windham hereby: Authorizes a fine to be assessed on any water bill where the account is metered but the meter is either broken, unreadable, or the property owner does not allow the Water Supervisor to read the meter. The fee shall be $500 for the first missed read, $750 for the second missed read, and $1000 for each subsequent read which is missed. The fee shall be in addition to charges based on estimated water usage. A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor. WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #10 OF 2019: the Town of Windham has undertaken a program of large investments to improve and expand the municipal water system and those who use the resources of the water system should pay based on their usage and the benefits they receive. Now, Therefore Be It Resolved the Town of Windham hereby: Increases the per-fixture billing amounts for unmetered water accounts by 32%. Sets the minimum metered rate to $550 annually, which shall include debt costs and 50,000 gallons of usage, each gallon between 50,001 and 75,000 costing $0.0165, and each gallon over 75,000 costing $0.0198. Sets the debt service cost for unconnected properties to 70% of the $550 annual minimum. A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.  WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #11 OF 2019: an amount for Short Lived Assets within the Water District was determined and budgeted for within the 2019 Budget of the Windham Water District as set forth in the Water Improvement Projects guidelines with the USDA/Rural Development. Now therefore, be it resolved to authorize to transfer $2,588.00 to the Capital Water Equipment Account to be used for replacement of Short Lived Assets within the Water District. A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Van Valin, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor. WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #12 OF 2019: the following resolution was proposed for the 2019 Unmetered and Metered water billing reflected the rate increases which was authorized due to certain proposed Water District improvements. The total amount collected to date on said billing for Unmetered is $377.29 and Metered is $344.32 for a total amount collected of $721.61. Therefore, be it resolved to authorize 
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the Supervisor to take one half of the total amount collected thus far, for the total of $360.81 and transfer this amount to the Water Improvement Account to be used for improvements in the Water District.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.
WATER DISTRICT WARRANT #5 contained vouchers #66-82, totaling $4,103.86 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.

EFC-PHASE 2 WATER PROJECT WARRANT #25 contained vouchers #70-71, totaling $26,030.00 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #10-P (printed 05/10/19) contained 1 claim; totaling $74.55 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor. 

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #11-P (printed 05/24/19) contained 2 claims; totaling $782.57 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.
