The President called the meeting to order at 7:35 pm.
THE MINUTES OF THE JANURAY 24, 2019 WATER DISTRICT MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.

DISCUSSION OF WHISPER CREEK WATER BILLING: Town Water District Attorney Kevin Young was present.  Prior to now they have been billed for actual usage and should have been charged for each unit. There are 43 units, $208.45 is the minimum charge (twice a year), anything over the usage of 41,660 gallons will be charged per gallon.  Nineteen (19) units are finished with a Certificate of Occupancy.  Kevin discussed the contract with the Board.  According to the contract, page 4, 3rd paragraph: Water Rents. “Upon completion of the interconnection, Partners (including its successors and/or assigns) will be charged a water rent for each unit connected to the use of public water supply system, based on it actual usage, at the rate set forth in the Town of Windham Water Use Law for in-district users…The delinquent payment of the water rent will be subject to penalties as set forth in the Town of Windham Water Use Law.  The water rent charge will include Partner’ (its successors and assigns) share of any and all capital costs (including debt service) to the same extent as other in-district users.” After a lengthy discussion, Commissioner Peters would like to make a motion “that we enter into negotiations with Whisper Creek on terms based on what we described where unoccupied units will pay the debt service per the law that was passed a year ago and as occupied units get their Certificate of Occupancy, they will be charged per the connected clause in the existing contract.  Adding this as a rider to the contract where both parties sign.” A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.  Attorney Larry Gardner and Commissioner Murray will look into the legalities to amend the above contract.
1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: was not present.
2.WATER SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz was present.  The secondary well (the school bus garage) still has a sulfur issue, even with the chlorine injection tank at the pump house.  Indian Heights well is fine.  He has received complaints on the sulfur water.  Kyle is going to look into finding a different solution for it.  
3.APPLICATION FOR TOWN WATER SERVICE: Constantine Trivles, County Route 12, Tax Map #95.08-2-8, request permission to hook into the town’s water, the property is in the water district.   A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Van Valin, with all in favor.

4.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #4 OF 2019: (Supersedes Water District Resolution #8 of 2018) Mandates that all properties which have a boundary within 50 ft. of a water main, and are legally able to connect to the system, shall pay a yearly debt charge.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.  WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #5 OF 2019: the 2019 Unmetered and Metered water billing reflected the rate increases which was authorized due to certain proposed Water District improvements.  The total amount collected to date on said billing for Unmetered is $11,515.42 and Metered is $24,121.47 for a total amount collected of $35,636.89. Be it resolved to authorize 
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the Supervisor to take one half of the total amount collected thus far, for a total of $17,818.45 and transfer this amount to the Water Improvement Account to be used for improvements in the Water District.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with all in favor.
WATER DISTRICT WARRANT #2 contained vouchers #13-35, totaling $9,610.01 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.

EFC-PHASE 2 WATER PROJECT WARRANT #22 contained voucher #65, totaling $4,574.18       was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #3-P (printed 02/01/19) contained 2 claims; totaling $888.43 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor. 

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #4-P (printed 02/15/19) contained 2 claims; totaling $734.15 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #5-P (printed 03/01/19) contained 1 claim; totaling $63.90 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.
