The President called the meeting to order at 8:05 p.m.

THE MINUTES OF THE MAY 23, 2018 WATER DISTRICT MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was present.  The Town Board has received three copies of the Phase III Water Line Extension Contract #7-Hubbell Inc.  Commissioner Peters would like to make a motion for the Supervisor to sign all three contracts, 2nd by Commissioner 
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Murray, with all in favor.  The sidewalk outside of the Town Hall on State Route 296, are terrible and should have been fixed by now.  John will find out why they are not done and get them fixed as soon as possible.
2.WATER SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz was present. Kyle has read all the water meters.  There are about 37 meters that do not have an outside meter, but with permission Kyle will go inside to read them.  There are about 12 properties that the property owner refuses entry to read the meter. 
Commissioner Peters would like a letter to go out to the water users that are refusing entry to read the water meter, this will explain the fee for the extra charge they are receiving.  (See Water District Meeting of May 23, 2019 the following resolution was passed: WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #9 OF 2019: the Town of Windham has undertaken a program of large investments to improve and expand the municipal water system and those who use the resources of the water system should pay based on their usage and the benefits they receive.  Now, Therefore Be It Resolved the Town of Windham hereby: Authorizes a fine to be assessed on any water bill where the account is metered but the meter is either broken, unreadable, or the property owner does not allow the Water Supervisor to read the meter. The fee shall be $500 for the first missed read, $750 for the second missed read, and $1000 for each subsequent read which is missed. The fee shall be in addition to charges based on estimated water usage. A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.)
3.APPROVAL OF LOCAL LAW #2 OF 2019, Amending Local Law #3 of 2007 entitled “Water District #1 Rules and Regulations Local Law of the Town of Windham” (Superseded by Local Law #3 of 2018) Attorney Larry Gardner this cannot be approved tonight as a law it can only be approved at a Town Board meeting and must be on Town Board Agenda.    
4.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #14 OF 2019 (Superseded by Water District Resolution #10 of 2019): The Town of Windham has undertaken a program of large investments to improve and expand the municipal water system and those who use the resources of the water system should pay based on their usage and the benefits they receive. Now, Therefore Be It Resolved the Town of Windham hereby: Increases the per-fixture billing amounts for unmetered water accounts by 32%. Sets the biennial per gallon water rate for all gallons between 12,501 and 37,500 at $0.0085 and per gallon water rate for all gallons above 37, 500 at $0.0094 per gallon. Sets the debt service cost for unconnected properties to 70% of the $550 annual minimum. A motion to approve with correction made ($.0094 per gallon) was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with all in favor.
5.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #15 OF 2019: the following resolution was adopted to accept the Metered Water Billing for July 2019 in the amount of $47,809.01 and to accept the Unmetered Water Billing for July-December 2019 in the amount of $57,179.08 and a Debt Service of $89,555.55 for a total of $194,543.64. A motion to adopt this resolution was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Van Valin, with all in favor. WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #16 OF 2019: Windham Water District has incurred a significant amount of debt due to the improvements made to existing water lines and the addition of new water lines to service customers within the bounds and vicinity of  its water service areas. Whereas in order to make the payments on said debt, the Windham Water District Board has decided to put in place a Debt Service Billing on to those properties for which the water service lines pertain. Windham Water District budget a new line item SW-1030 Special Assessment Debt Service to be added. Also a new line item WD-471 Windham Water Debt Service will be set in place for the Debt Service charges to be applied on the Property Tax Billing with Greene County, for Town of Windham use of the Windham Water District. (see water district resolution #16 for its entirety) A motion to adopt this resolution was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor. WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #17 OF 2019: the following resolution was proposed for the 2019 Unmetered and Metered water billing reflected the rate increases which was authorized due to certain proposed Water District improvements. The total amount collected to date on said billing for Unmetered is $429.82 and Metered is $262.09 for a total amount collected of $691.91. Therefore, be it resolved to authorize the Supervisor to take one half of the total amount collected thus far, for the total of $345.96 and transfer this amount to 
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the Water Improvement Account to be used for improvements in the Water District.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Van Valin, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.
WATER DISTRICT WARRANT #6 contained vouchers #83-99, totaling $5,642.36 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.

EFC-PHASE 2 WATER PROJECT WARRANT #26 contained vouchers #72-74, totaling $24,437.97 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #12-P (printed 06/14/19) contained 2 claims, totaling $495.85 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor. 

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #13-P (printed 06/21/19) contained 2            claims, totaling $696.93 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner         Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.
