The Supervisor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and Councilman Walker opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
THE MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 8, 2019 TOWN BOARD MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was present.  Centre Property looks great and the grass is growing.  We have some sewer connections we need to follow up on: County Route 65 near Crystal Pond we need to get the billing out; Indian Heights has a temporary C/O; a new house by the highway garage and a couple on South Street.  The CWC Mad Brook project they have received authorization from the Brabazon residence to go forward with that; now just hoping if the work can be done this year or not. They are in agreement with the work to be done. The work done at the WWTP by Cornerstone; John has spoke to John Moffett he will need a letter for possible reimbursement from DEP.  The proposed Ambulance facility, John will have something at the next meeting; a plan profile, site plan and floor plan. The Architect broke his hand earlier this week.  Town Hall improvements the overall cost is starting to get sufficient especially with the above meeting room ceiling, putting in new trusses will add the extra costs. John will do a breakout of items that could be done separately like the HVAC; insulation and camera work.  At the next meeting John will bring an estimate cost break down on the scope of work. 
2.BLACKTOP DRIVEWAY ISSUE @ 425 State Route 296, Hensonville, Steven Sideratos was present. About 10 years ago he had put in a completely new blacktop driveway.  About a year after that the Town of Windham had a water main break on the street.  The Town repaired the break along with a patch of his driveway where the damage was done from the water break.  Roughly every other year he seals his driveway.  The area of the repaired patch is now worse and needs to be fixed more than he has the homeowner can do.  He would like to have the Town look at his driveway and see if they can repair that patch now for him.  Supervisor Pelham will have the Highway Superintendent Gary Thorington look into the matter and will then let you know.  Gary will meet with Mr. Sideratos on Friday. Mr. Sideratos also has another matter the storm drain has collapsed near the back of his property and is washing away.  It will need some attention too.  Councilman Murray advised him the storm drain on State Route 296 would be a State DOT matter not the Town’s.  He would have to call DOT in Cairo, NY and they would have to, come look at it.
3.REQUEST PERMISSION TO USE CENTER PROPERTY: Jonathan Gross with the Mountain Top Progressives request use for Monday, September 9, 2019 @ 6:30-10:00 pm for Local Candidates Debate/Forum.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Peters, 2nd by Councilman Van Valin, with all in favor. 
4.AFFIDAVIT & APPLICATION for Certificate of Residence attending a Community College. Brianna Terrill of Windham plans to enroll at Hudson Valley Community College in the fall of 2019.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor.
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5.LETTER RECEIVED from Windham Public Library Trustees concerning the cleaning of restrooms and hallway after each event at the Centre Property.  Supervisor Pelham has spoken to one of the Trustees.  The Trustee will speak to Mrs. Begley if she is interested in doing this cleaning.  The Supervisor feels she should be paid out of the General Fund and not the Library Fund.  This would be an extra cleaning of restrooms and hallway after any event at the Centre Property. She will need to keep track of her time after each event and she will be paid out of the General Fund account. The Board agrees.
6.EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE renewal for October 1, 2019-September 30, 2020. The current- health insurance that is in place will remain the same this year. MVP Health Care Gold 6 (the cost will increase 8.58%), MVP Health Care Platinum 5 (the cost will increase 9.49%), CDPHP Health Care (the cost will increase 2.18%), and the Guardian Dental and Eye Vision will remain the same with no increase.  A motion to approve the renewal was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor.  There will be a meeting for the employees to attend on September 10, 2019 @ 6:30pm for any questions concerning the health insurance renewal.
7.JUSTICE MONTHLY REPORT FOR JULY 2019: Justice Stevens $915.00 was noted by the Board.
8.GENERAL FUND RESOLUTION #17 OF 2019: the following resolution was proposed to transfer funds to balance the General Fund Accounts.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor.
9.AMBULANCE REPORT: Ambulance Administrator Davia Montie was not present.  A report was sent to the Board for their review.  “I stopped at Wes’ Mobile Repair and gave him the information for both rigs, inspections will be done next Wednesday. He is going to schedule an oil change for 96-1 he was ordering a filter and a few other things. Before winter he will look into the exhaust on 96-2. When I pick up my personal vehicle from Chris Sudta, I will be grabbing the snow tires for both rigs and bringing them to our station until they are ready to be put on. I have a quote from Stryker for 2 (two) 4G modems for our LP15 heart monitors. As of the end of this year 3G modems will not work. The price for one is $723.00. We would stay with our current Verizon data plan.  All the agencies in the county have been trying to get our radios programmed to be compatible with the upgrade with the Motorola towers. River Valley has programmed our rigs twice, still not programmed properly, hoping the third time is a charm. The portable is also programmed incorrectly, so I dropped that off and they will reprogram that again. The initial switch date was yesterday, didn’t happen, on hold, Motorola had a few problems they are working on. In the mean time we will need to purchase a portable, we have one that works, the other was an older radio borrowed from Windham Mtn. and it doesn’t have the capability to be programmed with the new frequencies/channels. I will get a quote for a replacement from River Valley, looking at the XPR-3500-E. I believe the cost is around $475.”   

10.HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Superintendent Gary Thorington was present. The highway has a primary truck #12 that is used year-round.  The truck is having a problem with the fuel injection.  The cost of repair is $3,200.00.  The final phase of the NY Rising project on South Street Stormwater the easements are going forward and it looks like the bids might go out this fall for early spring construction.  The Vietnam Traveling Wall is in Catskill at the Point. Gary, the Windham Fire Dept and the Windham Police Dept, along with Officer Jim Scarey (who is a Vietnam veteran) helped in escorting the traveling wall from Coxsackie to Catskill at the Point.  The opening ceremony was today and the wall can be seen today thru Sunday, it is open 24/7. Councilman Murray would like cold patch put along the front of the building as this week there was a leak in the basement utility room.  Gary would also like the Board to think about repaving both sides of the town hall building as well.
11.POLICE REPORT: Police Chief Tor Tryland was present.  The Chief is in the process of bringing the police cars history to Wes’ Mobile Repair for future servicing and repair.  Police Car-386 still needs to have the manifold taken care of and Car-384 the sway bar needs to be put in alignment.  Last Saturday was very busy around town with the Car Show, Women’s Expo and Greek Festival and all went well.  Councilman Peters thought the traffic for that weekend was excellent with no problems for anyone.  Officer Jim Scarey went on Wednesday to the escorting 
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of the Vietnam wall.  We would like to thank him for his service.  Cody and Hunter are doing an active shooter training plus school safety.  This coming Monday morning all the radios are going to be reprogrammed.  The County is putting in a new frequency for communication.  This Saturday will be the first hurtle for the recruits to do their pt training.  Windham Police Dept will be sponsoring the following three men for the fall police academy: Thomas Parquez, Charles Rion and Jordan Braren.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Walker, with all in favor.
12.COMMITTEE REPORTS: Councilman Walker has been made aware of a non-communication issue with the Court Clerk not showing up.  He will need to speak to the Justices’ regarding this matter.  Councilman Peters was on the Windham Path for an inspection of some of the work that the highway dept had done.  With all the recent rain, the area is draining and dry.  Councilman Van Valin, Centre Property has a big improvement with new top dressing and it is done well, improvements have been made, drainage along the Library sidewalk is working the way it was intended, the turf is growing and looking nice.  Councilman Murray noted about the town hall water in the driveway.  Supervisor Pelham noted to the Board to accept the certificate of completion credits from David Weiman to be used toward his annual planning board education & give him credit for the Mandatory Yearly Sexual Harassment Training.  Also giving credit to Wendy J. McInerny her credit for the Mandatory Yearly Sexual Harassment Training. There is a handful of employees that still have not taken the Mandatory Yearly Sexual Harassment Training and their names have been noted to the Board.
COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC: no one spoke.
