1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was present. John handed a copy of an email from Hubbell Inc to the Board for their review.  Hubbell would like to know if they could store some of their equipment like the boring machine as it has water storage should it get very cold; they would need to store inside so that it does not freeze at the highway garage?  
2.WATER SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz was present. Kyle will be reading water meters next week and he will make a list of who he can’t read or get to.  More properties are hooking up Hotel Vienna is hooked up but not on the water yet and the Thompson House is also hooking up and will pick up more water meters tomorrow.  Kyle still has about 18 meters left in stock and a few 1 inch as well.
