The President called the meeting to order at 7:27 pm.
THE MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 26, 2019 WATER DISTRICT MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with 4 in favor, one absent.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was not present.
2.WATER SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz was present. He has 12 water meters left and 3 one-inch meters left.  Commissioner Peters would like to hold off till next year 2020 before purchasing anymore water meters. Kyle will be reading water meters again in November for the January 2020 billing. 
3.APPLICATIONS FOR TOWN WATER SERVICE: Leo Flecken, Trailside (subdivision awaiting planning board approval), Windham, Tax Map #95.00-1-11.12 has applied for a single-family residence inside the water district. A water meter with outside reader is required. A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Van Valin, with 4 in favor, one absent; Leo Flecken, Trailside (subdivision awaiting planning board approval), Windham, Tax Map #95.00-1-11.12 has applied for two single family residence outside of the water district.  Each single-family residence is required to have a water meter with an outside reader. A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with 4 in favor, one absent; Mid State Realty Holdings, 59 Copper Ridge Road, Windham, Tax Map #95.00-2-15 has applied for a single-family residence outside of the water district.  A water meter with an outside reader is required. A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Van Valin, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with 4 in favor, one absent.

4.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #25 OF 2019: A group of 93 properties in the Town of Windham Water District are delinquent in water payments.  The amount of $54,555.76 is to be included in the Tax Rolls as a charge against the real properties.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with 4 in favor, one absent.   
5.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #26 OF 2019: to decrease the Metered Billing for January-June in the amount of $4,169.00 and July-December 2019 in the amount of $1,563.60 and to add arrears in the amount of $15,764.49 with a penalty of $2,055.88 due to the following adjustment:  Reason: Figuring by C/O’s issued plus Debt Service, Account #W357, Whistler Partners LLC, Total Due: $32,745.83.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Van Valin, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with 3 in favor, one absent and Commissioner Peters abstained as he is employed by Windham Mountain.  WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #27 OF 2019: the following resolution was proposed to transfer funds to balance the Water District accounts. A motion made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with 4 in favor, one absent.

6.REQUEST PERMISSION TO DRILL A NEW WELL @ 15-1 Church Street (a/k/a County Route 79), Windham, Tax Map #78.19-1-25.  Adam Okonski is requesting to drill a new well in the Windham Water District.  “Parts of the existing well cannot be properly located and is beyond repair…The new well will be approximately 50 feet deep and the work will be done the second week of November.”  A motion to approve with a letter and a copy of the Water Law to be sent to Adam Okonski was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with 4 in favor, one absent.
WATER DISTRICT WARRANT #10 contained vouchers #155-173, totaling $4,972.57 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner        Walker, with 4 in favor, one absent.

EFC-PHASE 2 WATER PROJECT WARRANT #30 contained voucher #81, totaling $5,986.53       was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with all in favor.

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #21-P (printed 10/11/19) contained 1 claim; totaling $74.55 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with 4 in favor, one absent. 

WATER DISTRICT PAYROLL WARRANT #22-P (printed 10/25/19) contained 1 claim; totaling $63.90 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Walker, with all in favor.
